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When I started out doing missionary work in the early 2000’s it was a costly and laborious job getting cas-
settes and books into the hands of the believers. If you can imagine how much a message cassette weighed 
and multiply that by 1200, it isn’t hard to see that the cost to get these materials shipped was going to be pro-
hibitively high. The logistics on both ends of the exporting was so complex that there was the odd occasion 
that the materials never arrived at their intended destination. 
Many kind brethren sent me boxes full of tapes to send overseas and it didn’t take long for my garage to be 
stacked to the ceiling with goods that I could no longer afford to send away.
Then came along the CD’s. I could get the whole 1200 messages on about 20 
discs, so life improved somewhat from my previous experiences. But that 
still meant that each person needed a CD pack that weighed a kilo 
and the ever hungry Customs in each nation wanted to collect a fee 
for bringing it into their country. I have never been a person that has been 
generous to the collec- tion agencies of the various places I have been 
through and if I can find a way of circumventing them, it will be done. The 
CD’s also needed a CD player and getting those to remote places was a 
mission of its own.
Let me now jump a little ahead in my thoughts for a moment. If my comments burn then please let them 
smoulder only for as long as is necessary.
To those who are fortunate (or unfortunate depending on your viewpoints) enough to live in nations with 
direct access to the internet, you can easily connect to various outlets and download the message in seconds 
onto your smartphone. You can take your smartphone to church with the bible on it and some use it like that. 
You may say that we have such amazing opportunities available now. But I will give you my analysis of what 
has been observed. High technology may have made the message more easily accessable, but the message has 
in reality become less accessed by those with all the techno-gear. The ease at which the information-age has 
taken over has turned many so-called Christians into lazy, worldly, brain-paralyzed individuals that are more 
ignorant now than what they were when the internet was not available. Every hateful opinionated psychopath 
that wants to pass on their viewpoints denigrating the message has done so with catastrophic ramifications 
that renders the perpetrators on the same level as Judas. Every seed must bring forth of its own kind and the 
strength of the Holy Spirit rain is forcing everything to manifest. Without a new birth in this day, you will fall 
no matter how strong you perceive your will-power to be. If the Lord doesn’t have all of you, Satan already

The Micro-SD card has been available for a short while for us in the western world. It is what I deem a good 
safe and cheap alternative for places with wonky internet connectivity. Most brethren that live in poor nations 
cannot afford too many material goods, but funnily enough they always seem to be able to get a cell phone. 
They cannot afford to pay for basic necessities of life, but they can always pay for credits!!! Life is a paradox. 
I was talking to a well-respected brother in my country about the various ways of getting the message out to 

the remote areas using MP3 players 
and his reply was “why try to reinvent 
the wheel”. MP3 players have their 
place and always will, but filling the 
thousands of cell phones with mi-
co-SD cards is the most cost effective 
way of spreading the message with the 
least amount of hassles. So 100 cards 
in Vietnamese was ordered from my 
kind friends in the USA and I took 
them into Vietnam and gave them 
out to everybody in the meetings. 
The money was donated from people 
who have been sending funds into the 
missions work and that is where your 
sacrifices have been getting utilized. 
To my surprise the cards operated in 
their rumpty cell phones without any 
problems. The smiles that came over 

their faces when they heard the message in their own language was a sight to behold.
Brethren want to see where their funds have gone, so I am showing some pictures to you of brethren with the 
message in their hands in the form of SD cards. This missionary work is not for the glory of man and may 
it stay that way. It is the Lord using His various gifts for each purpose and we are all the teeth in the cogs to 
make it happen. Whether you are at home 
praying, or supporting this work financially 
or in the front line, it is the Lord Himself in 
His body expressing Himself to the feminish 
part of Himself.  So it is to the Lord we give 
all praise and glory to as He prepares His 
Bride to take Her home. 
I want to give a special thanks to the Shek-
inah Tabernacle in Northland NZ for your 
support in making things easy to get into 
Vietnam and getting the contacts set up and 
your prayers, and to Rapturing Grace Taber-
nacle in Stratford for your encouragement, 
and to all the prayer warriors and donors 
who have contributed to the cause financially 
and also to the brethren in North Carolina 
for the duplicating of the SD cards.
